WHAT is featured in the TRANSED 2010 Programme?

· Mr. Mohammed Al-Tarawneh, Jordan, will deliver a plenary speech on the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD). He is the Founder Chairperson of the CRPD Committee and the Vice-President 2010 of the UN CRPD Committee.

· Ms Betty Dion, Chair of the Global Alliance on Accessible Technologies and Environments (GAATES), is organizing two technical sessions on the national implication of, and stakeholders’ response to, the Convention. 

· The first technical session will address the objective of the Convention and the specific articles on accessible transportation. Prominent panelists will include Mr. Michael Winter, International Office of Accessibility & Disability, US Department of Transportation, Mr. Mukhtar Shibani, Saudi Arabia, on assistive technologies in transportation facilities; and Mr. Bob Topping, Canada, on built environment and transport terminals.

· The second technical session will address the implication of the Convention on the speakers’ accessibility work, their country’s responsibilities, obligations and global initiatives to comply. Prominent speakers and panelists will include Mr. Mohammed Al-Tarawneh, Jordan, Mr. Mukhtar Shibani, Saudi Arabia, on Dubai Skytrain CRPD compliance, and other invited major stakeholders.
WHY should you attend?

The UN Convention on Rights of Persons with Disability in 2008 is a significant human rights instrument dedicated to promote the advancement of well being of persons with disabilities and seniors. To date there are 144 signatories (79 ratifications) to the Convention with 88 (50 ratifications) signatories to the Optional Protocol. China is a signatory since 2007 (ratified 2008). All countries that have and will ratify this Convention commit themselves to implement its provisions.

All transportation users, service and knowledge providers, decision-makers in the public and private sectors of all signatory states should learn and practice the provisions of the Convention.

Additionally, there are several relevant conference sessions on legislative and policy framework, programmes for accessible transport, new laws and new rights in air travel, implementation tools and guides etc., which will be of great interest to public and private sector decision-makers, knowledge providers and consumers alike.
WHERE will this take place?

The main conference and exhibition will be held at the Hon g Kong Exhibition and Convention Centre, 1 Expo Drive, Wan Chai, Hong Kong

WHO should attend?
